The purpose of a patent is defined in the U.S. Constitution to encourage innovation. A patent does not give
@D‘O the patent owner the right to produce a product that uses the patented invention. In fact, the opposite is true.

A patent gives the owner the right to exclude others from using the patented invention. A patent is a limited
monopoly granted to an inventor by the federal government.

Like other assets, intellectual property (IP) can be sold or rented (licensed). A business that patents a novel
technology, but decides not to use that technology, can sell the patent to another business. Alternatively, a
business can license its patent to other businesses that pay a royalty based on unit or dollar sales of the
product that uses the patented invention. Patent brokers, like real estate brokers, help sale and license
patents.

Patents and other IP, including trademarks, service marks, copyrights, and trade secrets, are often invisible
and unrecorded assets. This occurs because patents and other IP do not enter an enterprise the way raw
materials or capital equipment does. For example, a company’s R&D develops the next great mousetrap, so

'i the company decides to apply for a patent. The cost of applying for the patent is written off as an operating

I expense. Once the patent is granted, the business has a potentially valuable asset that does not appear on

Patent infringement occurs when a person or business uses a patented technology without the owner’s
permission. Since patent infringement is not a crime, infringers are pursued by filing a civil lawsuit in federal
court.

Courts typically measure damages for patent infringement by trying to determine a reasonable royalty rate
based on the value contributed by the patented technology to the infringer.

Gﬂﬂ'u P According to PricewaterhouseCoopers, the median award for patent infringement was $5.2 million from 1995

to 2009. When the infringer is a large corporation, damage awards can be exponentially larger as illustrated
F R E CLASS Es by the $1.85 billion awarded in Centocor Ortho Biotech Inc. vs. Abbott Laboratories in 2009 and the $1.54
billion awarded in Lucent vs. Microsoft case in 2007.

If your business has proprietary technology, you should consider consulting with a patent agent or patent
attorney about protecting that technology. If you own a patent that you believe has been infringed, contact a
patent enforcement firm to determine if it is practical to pursue the infringer.
